The short history of Singapore

Contrary to Japan which has a rich history, Singapore’s history is
relatively short. Prior to the mid-19t century, Singapore was an
island part of Malaysia at that time. Then, the British Empire
purchased Singapore from the Johor Sultan, and Singapore
became a colony of the British Empire.

After the Second World War, the British returned but was
unable to bring Singapore back to its former prosperity due to

the state of the weakening British Empire. Therefore, Singapore
gradually became self-governing.

In 1963, Singapore merged with Malaysia and became part of its federation.
However, due to political disputes and several racial riot, in 1965, Singapore was
expelled from the federation and became an independent republic.

Since then, Singapore has overcame challenges
related to nation building and natural resources.
In the second half of the 20t century, Singapore
was recognized as one of the “Asian miracle”, or
“The Four Asian Tigers”, together with Taiwan,
South Korea and Hong Kong.
